                                  2014 ITF Seniors World Team Championships
The 2014 ITF Seniors World Team Championships are being organized in Florida, USA from 21st to 26th Apr 2014.

The AITA has been approached by a large number of players to send teams under various categories for the event. The AITA does not budget for seniors events. However, many players have stated that they would bear the expenses individually. 

In view of the above the AITA has decided to send teams for 35+, 40+, 45+, 50+ & 55+, on the condition that all players selected would bear the entire expenses. The AITA would only be forwarding the entries.
As the number of players, who are interested, is much above the number of players to be nominated in each team, the AITA has decided to hold trials at the DLTA to select four members of each team, including the captain. These trials will be held on 01st & 02nd Mar 2014.

In order to take part in the trials each player must register with the AITA by paying the registration fees of Rs 3,000 plus service tax of 12.36%, which is equal to Rs 3371/- This registration will be valid for two years. The trials are open to all those players, in each age group, who are willing to bear the entire expenses of their trip to Florida, including the application fees of $350 for each team. 

All players must have an Indian passport which they must show to the Selection Coordinator.

Matches will be held for each age group and those who reach the last four will be selected.

Registration for the selection process will be held at 1000 Hrs on 01 Mar 2014 at the DLTA. After which the draw will be made and matches will be held from 1100 Hrs.

The travel & stay of all players, at Delhi, will be at their own expense.
